Godly Play 

Godly Play is a form of storytelling which has been 

developed from the Montessori ‘method’ of education, and 

as such is more akin to spiritual direction than religious rote 

learning. To quote its founder, Jerome Berryman: 

Godly Play assumes that children have some experience of 

the mystery of the presence of God in their lives, but that 

they lack the language, permission and understanding to 

express and enjoy that in our culture.  In Godly Play, we 

enter into parables, silence, sacred stories and sacred 

liturgy in order to discover God, ourselves, one another 

and the world around us. 

In essence, Godly Play creates a sacred space for children, 

which mirrors the sacred space being experienced by the 

adults in church.  It is also worth noting that its use is not 

confined to children’s work – it has been successfully used 

in many different settings, from prisons to hospices, with 

adults and with the elderly.  However the best way to find 

out about it is to experience it for yourself!

The next phase of 

the work is to be the cleaning of the beautiful alabaster and 

gilt Altar Piece. This must be undertaken by experts due to 

the nature of alabaster, which is delicate and soluble in 

water.  This will cost approximately £8000. Since we do not 

have funds available, this costly project will have to be 

shelved for the forseeable future. However, we wish to give 

the opportunity for it to be underwritten privately, perhaps 

in memory of a loved one. If there is a person or family who 

would like more information, please speak to the Vicar.
